Dan. 7:1  first year of Belshazzar  553BC 

Dan. 8:1  third year of the reign of Belshazzar  551BC 

Dan. 9:1, 21,23  first year of Darius son of Ahasuerus  539BC 

Dan. 10:1  third year of Cyrus king of Persia  536BC
